In order to preserve and protect the fundamental nature and 

purposes of Rotary, the Board of Directors has adopted the following

statement of policy:

Members and guests should not use the forum of the weekly 
meetings, other Rotary events, or the membership roster for the 
solicitation of business or personal interests unrelated to Rotary or 
for the solicitation of support for political causes or candidates, 
without the express authority of the President.
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
