Fact Sheet Individuals and Business Interested in a Tree Planting
Introduction – Thank you for your interest in having a tree planted at your home or business in York City. We are excited to have persons like you take in interest in improving York’s tree canopy, and overall community benefits. The following is a list of facts that will help you understand the project and its process.
What is C.I.T.Y.?

C.I.T.Y. is a sub-committee of York Rotary’s Preserve Planet Earth committee. We are an independent non-profit organization whose goal is to re-establish the tree canopy in York City to restore shade, beauty, and environmental benefits.

What is the cost?

There is no cost to you to have the tree planted. Donations are appreciated, but not mandatory. 
Is this really a free tree? What’s the catch? 

The tree is provided and installed at no cost to you. No gimmick. No obligation. We work with York City officials, responsible nurseries and licensed contractors to achieve our goals. 
What are the guidelines for getting a tree?

Guidelines – All locations for tree plantings will be considered if they meet the following criteria:

1) They are within the limits of York City.

2) They are within 10’ of any city street.

3) The proposed location has an existing tree well that is not paved over, or has an unreasonable obstruction. Tree stumps can be removed.
4) There is ample room for the designated tree to grow.

5) The property owner provides a permission slip for the tree planting.

6) The property owner agrees to provide the tree with water and care.

Exclusions – C.I.T.Y. will not be responsible for trees including negligence, vandalism, or dispute. 

How do I get a tree?

Your information will be reviewed and evaluated. We will contact you to let you know whether or not we are able to honor your request.

How is this project funded?

C.I.T.Y. is operated with funds from state grants, contributions from community leaders, and donations from the community.

What if there is concrete?
We are not able at this time to remove concrete to plant trees. However, we can remove loose bricks and stumps. If you are able to make arrangements for the concrete removal, we will do our best to honor your request. Please call PA One Call to mark where utility lines are before you dig at 1-800-242-1776.

What if I have a dead/dying tree?

The scope of our project does include the removal of dead trees and stumps, but a new tree must be put in its place. We will evaluate the condition of your tree before we approve request. 
When will the tree be planted?
If your request is approved, we will do our best to plant your tree within one year. 2 Volunteer planting projects are planned per year; one in spring and one in fall. 
Who is responsible for tree after it is planted?
The tree is yours once it is planted. Please do you best to care for it. You will receive care instructions after the planting. 
Can I choose what species I want? 

C.I.T.Y. follows state and municipal guidelines for species selection. We will do a site evaluation of your request and choose the tree based on those recommendations.

What if I rent my home?
Just have your landlord complete, sign, and return the permission slip. 
Should I tell my neighbors?
Don’t keep us a secret. We rely on word of mouth. We have the resources to plant many trees in York city, but finding places to plant them is a lot of work. Every request will be considered and reviewed if it fits our guidelines. We are willing to work with neighborhood associations for tree groupings as well.
